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Assembling your ACCUPRO 360ST

Attach the wheels to the spreader chassis 

Align the 4 holes in the back stand with the 4 holes in 
the main frame.

Using the 4 × M6 65mm bolts and 4 × M6 lock nuts 
secure the back stand in place and fully tighten the 
4 lock nuts using an M6 spanner and plyers.

Locate the drive wheel onto the axle. Line up the hole in the wheel hub with the hole in the axle. Using the larger drive 
wheel cotter pin pushing it through the hole. Using plyers split the end of the cotter pin to secure the wheel to the axle.

Locate the coast wheel onto the other side of the axle. Ensure the wheels valve is facing outwards. Locate the 
washer and then place the small cotter pin through the hole. Using plyers split the end of the cotter pin to secure 
the wheel to the axle.

Attach the handle to the spreader chassis

Attaching the control rod

Line up the handle assembly with the back stand. Using the 4 × M6 40mm bolts and lock nuts secure the  
handle in place. Fully tighten the 4 lock nuts.

Thread the hooked end of the control rod into the slide plate as shown in picture (4A) Place the straight end of the 
control rod through the rod stopper on the gauge assembly as shown in picture (4B) do not tighten the screw.

Using the small R pin shown in picture (4C), secure the control rod to the slide plate by locating the R pin through 
the hole as shown in picture (4D).

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Make sure the holes in the bottom of the hopper are in the fully open position as shown in picture 4E and the lever 
of the gauge assembly shown in picture (4F) is set at the fully open position, ensuring the marker (arrowed) is 
pointing at number 25 on the gauge.

With the hopper aperture fully open as (shown in picture 
4E) and the gauge setting at 25 (as shown in picture 4F), 
using a mid-size Phillips head screwdriver. Fully tighten 
the screw to secure the gauge lever base to the control 
rod. Ensure the screw is tight.

Calibration of the spreader is automatically performed during assembly, as outlined here. Refer to diagrams 4E, 4F, 
and 4G for detailed instructions on attaching the control rod. Periodically check the calibration to ensure accuracy.

When properly calibrated, the shutter plate should be fully closed at gauge setting 0 and fully open at setting 25. 
If adjustment is necessary, loosen the control rod by unscrewing the rod stopper (gauge lever base). Then, repeat 
steps 4E, 4F, and 4G to reset the calibration.

The assembly is now complete.

How to use the ACCUPRO 360ST

The ACCUPRO 360ST is designed for the precise application of seed, fertilizer, and 
other free-flowing materials to turf. To optimize the effectiveness of this spreader, 
follow the guide below.

Step 1:    Pre-use inspection
Before using the spreader, ensure it is clean and free of debris from prior usage by conducting 
a thorough inspection.

Step 2:   Material check
Check the material to be used is in good condition, free flowing and compatible for use in 
a precision spreader.

Step 3:    Setting the aperture
Ensure the on/off lever is in the closed position. Select the correct setting on the SmartSpread™ lower 
gauge assembly. Select the letter corresponding with the fertilizer to be applied, this adjusts the 
SmartSpread™ slide plate to the optimum position for spreading the chosen fertilizer. Select the setting 
on the 1 to 25 scale on/off gauge assembly located on the handle for the desired application rate of the 
chosen fertiliser by locking the setting screw at the desired number. Further information on application 
rates of specific ICL products can be found on the ICL websites or through ICL appointed retailers.

Step 4:   Filling the hopper
Ensure the control lever remains in the off/closed position (towards the handle grips) before filling the 
hopper. Fill the hopper uniformly. Always fill the hopper in a safe place away from areas where any 
accidental spillage while filling could cause damage.

Step 5:    Spreading material
The spreader should always be pushed at a brisk walking speed of approximately 5 km/h, keeping the 
impeller parallel to the ground at all times. With the setting on the upper gauge and the SmartSpread™ 
lower gauge both in the desired positions push the handlebar on/off lever forwards to the stop, at 
the same time engaging forward motion. Always commence forward movement at the same time as 
pushing the lever forward to the on position. At the end of each run pull the on/off lever back to the 
zero position to cease material flow and stop the spreading. The spread width of the material being 
used is important and varies with different fertiliser material types. Always check the spread width of 
the product to be used so that the correct spread distances are followed. To find spread width details 
of a fertiliser product information can be found on the ICL websites or through ICL appointed retailers.

Step 6:    Cleaning and after use instructions
Always empty any remaining product from the spreader after completing the application. Dispose of any 
excess material in the correct manner. Unused material in the hopper is best emptied by inverting the 
spreader. Additional steps may be needed to clear any remaining material if necessary.

Wash the hopper thoroughly  with 
clean water particularly around the 

agitator and the underside of the 
hopper. Drying of excess water is 

recommended. Do not reuse the 
spreader until it is dry.
